	(1) Sentences & Paragraphs
	Sentences and paragraphs are complete, well-constructed, and of varied structure.
	All sentences are complete and well-constructed (no fragments, no run-ons). Paragraphing is generally done well.
	Most sentences are complete and well-constructed. Paragraphing needs some work.
	Many sentence fragments or run-on sentences OR paragraphing needs lots of work.
	

	(2) Grammar & spelling (conventions)
	Writer makes no errors in grammar or spelling.
	Writer makes 1-2 errors in grammar and/or spelling.
	Writer makes 3-4 errors in grammar and/or spelling
	Writer makes more than 4 errors in grammar and/or spelling.
	

	(3) Citations (using sources outside the Library of Congress will earn a maximum score of 2 pts)
	Each letter contains 3 primary sources cited in MLA format. Citations are correct.
	At least one letter contains fewer than 3 citations OR citations are formatted correctly in a style other than MLA format.
	At least one letter contains fewer than 2 citations OR MLA citations are incorrectly formatted.
	Citations are absent in at least one letter.
	

	(4) Length
	All letters are 3 pages long and double spaced.
	At least one letter doesn’t meet length requirements and is 2 and 3 pages long and double spaced.
	At least one letter doesn’t meet length requirements and is 1 and 2 pages long and is double spaced.
	At least one letter doesn’t meet length requirements and is less than a page long and/or is not double spaced.
	

	(5) Content Accuracy: History of the US in the Great War
(weighted x3)
	The letter is completely historically accurate and demonstrates thorough research.
	The letter is historically accurate.
	The letter contains several historical inaccuracies.
	The letter contains no/very little accurate facts about the topic.
	

	(6) Content Accuracy: Math
(weighted x3)
	Projected distance and angles of the given artillery is accurate and detailed.
	Projected distance and angles of the given artillery is accurate but not many details.
	Projected distance and angles of the given artillery has some mistakes but is acceptably detailed.
	Projected distance and angles of the given artillery is incorrect and with few details.
	

	(7) Content Accuracy: African-American History in WWI
(a fact must be historically accurate to count)
(weighted x3)
	Student has five historically accurate facts on African-American Soldiers in WWI.
	Student has four historically accurate facts on African-American Soldiers in WWI.
	Student has three historically accurate fact on African-American Soldier in WWI.
	Student has two or less historically accurate facts on African-American Soldier in WWI
	

	(8) Content Accuracy: 
FCS
(weighted x3)
	Student demonstrates complete knowledge of WWI culinary and clothing. 

	Students uses some information but descriptions are vague and details are not included frequently 
	Students state some information relevant to the FCS topics covered, but they are not the main focus. 
	The letter contains no information or details pertaining to the food or clothing used in the trenches of WWI.
	

	(9) Content Accuracy: English
(weighted x3)
	Students work reflects mastery in all three of the following criteria: is written in first person point of view; creates an artistic, imaginative background for their character; and clearly shows research/preparation through historical accuracy.
	Students write in first person, but lack mastery in one of the other two criteria: creates an artistic, imaginative background for their character; and clearly shows research/preparation through historical accuracy.
	Students write in first person, with a creative background of the character they create. 
	Students write in different point of view than the first. 
	

	(10) Content Accuracy: Science

(weighted x3)
	Student work shows sufficient creativity, uses Library of Congress sources, and discusses all required topics: firsthand accounts of WWI weapon use and the ethics of scientific research and engineering.
	Student work shows mild creativity, uses Library of Congress sources, and discusses all required topics: firsthand accounts of WWI weapon use and the ethics of scientific research and engineering.
	Student work shows sufficient creativity, uses Library of Congress sources, but is missing one of the required topics: firsthand accounts of WWI weapon use and the ethics of scientific research and engineering.
	Student work shows mild creativity, uses Library of Congress sources, but is missing one or more of the required topics: firsthand accounts of WWI weapon use and the ethics of scientific research and engineering.
